Being shown are the photographs by French
photographer Cédric Delsaux (b. 1974) which
center on the relationship between man and
nature and, consequently, on the impact of
industrialization and consumerism on our
planet.

Brought together in this exhibition are fifty
amusing and unquestionably unique vintage
photographs by Philippe Halsman taken over
a fifty-year period. Their protagonists are film
stars, politicians, kings and queens, dukes and
duchesses, artists and writers, including Marilyn
Monroe, Brigitte Bardot, Salvador Dali, Weegee,
Jack Dempsey and Richard Nixon. All captured
in the liberating and unconventional act of jump-
ing. “Jump” is, in fact, the title of this exhibition
and “Jumpology” the name of the work. A point
of interest: Halsman (born in Latvia in 1906, he
moved to Paris in the early 1930s and then emi-
grated to New York in 1940 to flee the Nazi inva-
sion) had the privilege of creating a total of 101
covers for the prestigious magazine, Life!
Contemporaneously, the exhibition by Fred Her-
zog (born in Stuttgart in 1930 and emigrated to
Canada in 1952), entitled “Whispers and Shad-
ows”, contains photographs taken in Vancouver
between 1959 and 1989, focused on urban sign-
age: billboards, neon signs, store windows and
crowds on the streets.

Jennifer Schlesinger, with
a degree in photography and journalism from Santa Fe, has photographed sacred objects using a
large format pin-hole camera from which she creates gelatin silver prints; her series is entitled “Ob-
ject Diaspora.” Kamil Vojnar was born in former Czechoslovakia in 1962 and following years spent
in creating book and CD covers in New York, he sought refuge in St. Remy in Provence, France,
where he pursues his personal photography projects. What interests him are emotions, feelings and
the hidden nicks and crannies of the soul which he portrays and digitally edits, allowing himself to
be guided by his intuition. Among the various materials utilized are Japanese or semi-transparent

Thai fine art paper, wax, paint, brushes and canvas.
